World – Pray for:

1. Hotspots of unrest: North Korea/South Korea; Iran, Iraq, (unity and freedom from Al Qaeda); Pakistan, to keep winning the war with the Taliban.  The peace of God to rule over Afghanistan and for a permanent solution to improve its economy with out resorting to the production of elicits drugs. Praise God for the growing rift between the Al Qaeda and the Taliban which is one of the southern tribes in Afghanistan.  This means they may soon come to terms of peace with the elected government.
